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UTILITY MOUNT FOR QUICK-RELEASE AEROBARS

Thanks for buying Redshift Sports Aerobar Utility Mount! Please read these instructions and
warnings completely before installing the utility mount. If you are unfamiliar with bike
maintenance, or if you lack the required tools, please visit your local bike shop or contact Redshift
Sports customer service for assistance. Improper installation or use may void the product’s
warranty policy.

STANDARD HANDLEBAR INSTALLATION

1. The standard handlebar installation positions your bike computer or accessory directly in front of
your bicycle’s stem for easy viewing while riding in either the road or aero positions.

2. Choose the preferred side for installation of the mount. Mounting the utility mount on the left
handlebar clamp will position the mounting tube in a higher position relative to the
handlebar. Alternatively, mounting on the right handlebar clamp will position the mounting
tube in a lower position.

3. Remove the M6 x 12mm socket head cap screw from the front of the handlebar clamp.

4. Apply a small amount of bicycle grease to the tip of the M6 x 20mm socket head cap screw (#2)
supplied with the utility mount.

5. Forinstallation on the right-hand handlebar clamp, position the
utility mount (#1) as shown in the figure below. For installation
on the left-hand handlebar clamp, simply reverse the
orientation of the utility mount so that the round tube points to
the right (toward the center of the bicycle).

6. From the bottom, insert the M6 x 20mm screw (#2) through the
hole at the end of the utility mount (furthest from the round
tube), through the lower handlebar clamp, and thread it into
the upper handlebar clamp.

7. Adjust the position of the aerobar extension as desired,
and then alternatingly tighten both handlebar clamp
bolts evenly using a torque wrench (5mm hex) to 6.0
N-m (53 in-Ib). You may need to hold the utility mount
to prevent it from rotating as you tighten the handlebar
clamp bolts.

8. Securely clamp your bike computer or accessory to the
utility mount tube.

A WARNING

- Failure to follow these instructions and warnings may result in malfunction or breakage of this component,
possibly causing serious injury or death.

- Always use a torque wrench when installing or adjusting fasteners, and always tighten to Redshift torque
specifications (or the bike manufacturer’s specification). Periodically check all fasteners for tightness using a
torque wrench, since fasteners can loosen under the influence of road vibration.

- Periodically clean and inspect all surfaces of this component for hairline cracks or signs of damage. If you find
any cracks or damage, immediately cease using the part and contact Redshift Sports customer service.

- Ensure that your accessories are securely clamped to the computer mount. Improperly tightened accessories
may fall off of the computer mount while riding, possibly causing equipment damage or serious injury or death.

INSTALLATION ON OPTIONAL WATER BOTTLE MOUNT

1. The utility mount may be attached to the rear of the optional water bottle mount to keep your bike
computer visible while using the water bottle mount.

2. Attach your bicycle computer securely to the round mounting tube of the utility mount (#1).

3. Apply a small amount of bicycle grease to the tip of the M6 x 12mm button-head cap screw (#3)
supplied with the utility mount.

4. Insert the M6 x 12mm button-head cap screw (#3) through one of the three holes in the utility
mount. Selecting different holes will adjust the fore-aft position of the computer relative to the
water bottle cage. It may be necessary to remove the water bottle cage from the water bottle
mount plate in order to insert the utility mount.

5. Thread the screw into the threaded hole toward the rear of the water bottle mount plate next to
the water bottle cage.

6. Tighten the screw (#3) using a torque wrench (4mm hex) to 3.0 N-m (27 in-lb). You may need to
hold the utility mount to prevent it from rotating as you tighten the screw.

WARNING

The Utility Mount is only compatible with the Redshift Quick-Release Aerobars. Accessories
attached to the mount must not exceed 150 grams in total, and must be mounted such that the
center of mass of each accessory falls behind the front edge of the utility mount.
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
